incredibly well lived. Frances “Fran” Minno died on March 19, 2024 following
her life devoted to serving others, exemplifying our Catholic faith through humility,

love, and education, in the tradition of the Sisters of the Sacred Heart. Always

thinking of others, and always with uncommon grace and humility, her lessons will
